Development of listening skills is very important for
the children’s English education. Students have
listening homework in every lesson. However, it’s
unlikely that every student does listen at home
and/or can recite it well in the following lesson.
When students get behind with listening homework,
a possible reason is that they don’t grasp what they
are learning.

Have them practice the pages they are behind in
during the 3rd week until they feel confident. Then,
give listening homework on those pages when they
have gained confidence.

This way, oftentimes, the students come to the
lesson in the 4th week well prepared.

With the Progress Report it is absolutely clear
whether students have passed or not on particular
page(s). Furthermore, it also helps students to be
aware of and to take responsibility for their own
learning, as well as experience the joy of
achievement.

Every 4th page in the WORKBOOK is the unit
review page. Have students do the workbook pages
on their own and check their answers.
