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Children obtain their native
~ language from their mothers and the
" other people around them. They have an
innate cognitive ability to learn language

naturally by themselves.

Nevertheless, they are influenced greatly by their
environment. Through experimenting in the “here”
and “now” of their childhood routines, children
develop their social, as well as linguistic, skills.
Therefore, the people around them play an
important role in children’s language acquisition.

The same thing can be said when young
children learn a foreign language. The language
they face should be based on their daily lives.

Children learn English words very quickly with the
flashcards a teacher shows in the classroom. But
this does not always lead to communicative
competence in the target language.

This textbook is designed so that children can
obtain English through their daily routine. We
carefully chose ten common situations. Children
enjoy songs and chants based on their activities:
songs to brush their teeth, to flush the toilet, to
zip up their pants, and to wash themselves in the
bath; chants to hang clothes, to go to a play lot, to
cross the street, to put the toys away; a song to
(while
wondering what the parent will put in). All of these

push the cart in the supermarket
are very close to their daily lives.

This book can also be used as a textbook in
classrooms where an instructor teaches many
children at the same time. FEach unit has more
than one activity that children would love to do in
the classroom. Most of them are designed so that
children can demonstrate their skills in a
performance on stage in front of mothers and
fathers, such as a happyo-kai or school pageant.
This textbook is the first book in the Learning
World series of eight course books.

The author believes that this WELCOME to
Learning World PINK will fit most in classrooms

where parents and children learn English together.

The children will surely enjoy learning English
with mothers, fathers, and grandparents.
