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Throughout my twenty years of teaching English to toddlers, children and
junior high school students, I have always tried to teach English for communica-
tion. “Teaching” can only be regarded as completed when students can actually
use English; this means they can listen to, speak, read and write English. I have
been constantly researching the best teaching methods and materials through a
process of trial and error.

Learning World is the culmination of these efforts and uses proven methods and
activities. There are three important elements in teaching English to children:
input education, output education and international understanding. Firstly,
effective input education is essential. Secondly, output education should teach
students to use the English they acquired through input education to exchange
their opinions with others. Finally, it is important to teach international
understanding which affirms students’ beliefs in their own values, customs and
opinions and which, at the same time, teaches them to appreciate those of others.

READY for Learning World is based on these three elements and is designed to
maximize effective EFL (not ESL) instruction. Moreover, READY for Learning
World teaches students to respect people from different countries around the
world. As in the other Learning World series’ teacher’s manuals, communicative
activities are included in each unit and there are ample opportunities to practice
the target structures and language. I hope that this text will help teachers who,
like me, are dedicated to striving to teach their students how to speak and express
themselves in English.

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This textbook has been designed to teach English as a foreign
language to the upper elementary school students who are beginning
their studies in English. It may be used by students who have already
studied English for two or three years but are not yet ready for Learning
World BOOK 3.

Almost all English textbooks in Japan are based on a grammatical
syllabus. However, in this text a “situational syllabus” has been adopted,
and nine scenes were carefully chosen from students’ daily lives so that
children can learn to use appropriate English for each given situation
without spending a lot of time practicing grammar.

In creating this textbook, we interviewed nine or ten-year-old children
from Canada, Mexico, China and Thailand. Students can learn about the
daily lives of children their own age in different countries.
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READY for Learning World

This textbook consists of 10 units. Each unit depicts scenes from the daily lives of 9 or
10-year-old children, focusing on school life. Each unit is divided into 3 lessons, A, B, and
C, and takes one month to finish. The extra week is intended for review and holidays and
school events are taken into account. Thus all 10 units can be completed in 10 months.
As in the other Learning World series’ textbooks, there is no unit for August because of
summer vacation, and March is set aside for review of the entire textbook. The
Achievement Targets page at the beginning of the textbook should be used as the basis
for the final review in March. (— See pp. 92-93)

Language Activities

In the Teachers’ Manual, there are always activities which use the target language. And
it is assumed that students will have learnt to use the structures by practicing with the
teacher before they look at the textbook.

Developing Self-Expression through International Understanding

READY for Learning World aims to teach international understanding at a level which
children can readily understand. We visited four different countries, Mexico, Canada, China
and Thailand, and interviewed four children from middle-class families about their daily
lives. The children are nine or ten years old. Although there were differences in their
lifestyles and economic backgrounds, all of the children were proud to introduce their own
families, houses and lifestyles. Please teach students to respect these differences. A lot
depends on the teacher’s ability when it comes to bringing up children who do not idolize
wealthy countries and who are proud of their own countries, families and lives. It is
important that the teacher teaches with the right attitude.
