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The teacher hides the picture cards in different places in the classroom (room), plays the CD and
stops after each word to have the children find the card.
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(D Place the picture cards in a circle. Have the children stand around the circle.

@ Play the CD (choose any music you like) and have them walk around the circle.
Stop the CD and have each child say the word in front of him/her.
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@ Have the children sit down in a circle. Have each child pass a picture card to the next child in

time to the rhythm of the music.
@ The teacher says, “Stop!” and has the children say the words they have in their hands.
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(» Choose five or six picture cards. After practicing them sufficiently, hide one card and place the rest

of the cards on the desk or the chalk tray of the blackboard.
@ Have the children say the words, one by one. Ask the children, “What is missing?”

(@ This activity uses as many picture cards as there are children. Practice the words sufficiently.

@ Tie a string to each card and put the cards around the children’s necks so that the cards are hung
on their backs. (Don't let the children see their own cards.)

@ Have the children guess which cards they have by looking at the other children’s cards.
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@ Divide the class into two groups and have each group stand in a line. Have the leaders of the
groups stand on opposite sides of a desk.

@ The teacher places four picture cards on the desk and reads one of them.

@ The child who takes the correct card first gets one point.

@ The child who fails to take the card goes to the end of the line, and the next child takes his/her place.

® The teacher replaces the card, places it on the desk and starts from the beginning.
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@ Divide the class into two groups and have each group stand in a line. The teacher whispers one
word to the first child in line.

@ Have the child whisper it to the next child, and so on until the last child hears the word.

@ Have the last child choose the correct card from among the cards on the chalk tray.
